KAMS production of “Fiddler on the Roof” was a success.. 
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Subjects For Scale.. The Pietenpol Aircamper 
 
(Text and pics from www.airventuremuseum.org) 
 

 
 

The Pietenpol Air Camper is a two place, tandem seat, 
open cockpit plans-built monoplane. A Ford Model A 4 
cylinder engine converted for flight powers the aircraft. 
This is a wood aircraft constructed from spruce and 
plywood. All fittings are fabricated from steel flat stock. 
The motor mount, landing gear and wing struts require 
welding. The Air Camper was intentionally designed to 
be simply constructed with a minimum of tools. The 
wings are covered with fabric and varnished. Bernard 
Pietenpol designed the plane so that the average 
person in the 1930’s could build and fly it from almost 
any off-airport field. Even after seven decades, there 
are still loyal followers of the Pietenpol designs, 
building and flying low and slow open cockpit aircraft 
and having a great time doing it.  

The Pietenpol Air Camper, N12937, is a tribute to the 
Golden Age of General Aviation starting in the 1920’s 
and continuing into the present. The plane and the 
man, Bernard H. Pietenpol (1901-1984) are flip sides of 
the same coin. Pietenpol had a dream to design a 
home-built airplane that would use commonly available 
materials and be powered by an auto engine, one that 
could be built for a few hundred dollars. Old number 
12937, “The Granddaddy Pietenpol Air Camper”, was 
built in 1933 by Mr. Pietenpol and is considered the 
oldest existing Pietenpol-built aircraft in existence. In 
1990, members of the Buckeye Pietenpol Assn. saved 
Air Camper N12937 from extinction by forming a 
corporation to preserve and display this important 
airplane. 

The Air Camper has some interesting design features. 
Because of the downward thrust of the propeller, (the 
engine is angled downward 5 degrees) the plane has a 
short/slow take off run and landings are light on wheels. 
The beauty of the Air Camper design is that except for 
engine changes, more than 60 different engines have 
been adapted for use on the airplane, the basic plans 
behind the firewall do not need to change. This aircraft 
was the first to use the split axle landing gear and was 
the basis for the 1933 Improved Air Camper plan 
drawings by Orin Hoopman. Prior to that time, there 
were no formal drawings for the Air Camper except 
those published in 1932 FLYING AND GLIDER 
MANUAL. 

 

 

The Air Camper came into its own as a home-built-from-scratch 
airplane in 1932 when Pietenpol proved to POPULAR 
MECHANICS magazine that an auto engine could power a two-
place airplane. POPULAR MECHANICS then made the 
Pietenpol Air Camper a cover story and the rest is aviation 
history.  

In 1994, Bernard H. Pietenpol was inducted into the EAA 
Homebuilder’s Hall of Fame for his pioneering work in designing 
a homebuilt aircraft and fostering the “scratch-built” airplane 
industry. In fact, Mr. Pietenpol is considered by many to be the 
“Father of Homebuilt Aircraft”.

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 Graham Hewitt’s 1:1 Scale Aircamper Project 

 
Here are some recent pics of my project: A 1928 Pietenpol 
Air Camper. 
 

 
 
Bernard Pietenpol of Cherry Grove Minnesota USA designed 
this A/C around the 40 HP Model A Ford engine. Initially it 
had a woeful ROC and glided like a brick, but was cheap to 
build and captured the imagination of hundreds of amateur 
builders in the 1930’s. Later in the 1960’s Pietenpol re 
engined the machine with a 110 HP Chev Corvair air cooled 
flat six engine, this dramatically improved performance and 
reliability. It is this version that I started to build last August. 
 

 
 
Basically it is all spruce with high quality 1/8 ply gussets, the 
longerons are 1 inch square and the wing spars have recently 
been redesigned with top and bottom booms with a ply web 
on one side, a saving in weight of some 40 lbs. The Span is 
29 feet and length 14 feet, Typical cruise speed is 70 kts with 
a stall of under 30 kts. 
  

 
 
 

Recently a new airfoil was developed by a leading designer 
from NASA giving a lower drag, better ROC and a more 
predictable stall. Although I have several ribs completed of 
the original design, I have decided to go for the new one. 
 

 
  
I believe that this would make a great 1/4 scale model and 
anyone interested is welcome to call round for a look. 
 

 
 

 
  
At age 78 my RV is getting a bit demanding and I need 
something which will be more compatible with my brain, also 
it will stop me from flying low level aerobatics which I love but 
now don’t have the time to practice.

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Minutes of SIGS Meeting Held at Joe Luxfords House on 

Monday February 12 
 
PRESENT:

Introduction 
The meeting discussed the issues raised by the KAMS 
President at the February committee meeting on 5.2.07 and 
in the February edition of Slipstream. 
Joe Luxford pointed out to the meeting that KAMS provides 
extraordinary support to its competitively minded members in 
the amount of full and half days the club is prepared to close 
the field to allow those members to participate in their chosen 
special interest competitions.  When it is considered that most 
clubs will not support extensive competitions on their club 
fields, it must be acknowledged that being able to tie the 
KAMS field up as the SIGS do is a privilege and not a right.  
Therefore, it is very important that the SIGS acknowledge the 
concerns of the President (expressed as the representative of 
the club) and address them appropriately. 
The meeting agreed the following items to submit as 
resolutions (1 to 5) to the next KAMS general meeting in 
order to address the President’s concerns. 

A. SIG members wearing unofficial apparel 

Bill Pettigrew explained the history behind the polo shirts that 
were given (unsolicited) to KAMS members at the field one 
Saturday morning as a gesture of appreciation by the father 
of a junior member who had been taught to fly by the 
Saturday morning instruction team. 
 
Agreed that:   
1. Where possible, KAMS members participating in open 

events should wear KAMS shirts and caps to promote 
the KAMS brand. 

2. KAMS members must not wear “unofficial” apparel 
bearing the KAMS name without prior club approval. 

B. Participation in club activities 

The meeting discussed the President’s concerns and  
agreed that: 
3. All SIG leaders will make a concerted effort to 
encourage their colleagues to: 

(i) participate in club working bees and social 
functions; and to 

(ii) attend monthly meetings to participate in the 
management of their club. 

C. Showcasing SIG activities to the general 
membership on Sunday mornings 

The meeting discussed the President’s request for the SIGs 
to occasionally fly at the field on Sunday mornings to 
introduce new members to different aspects of model aircraft 
and agreed that: 
4. The SIGs organise a display of one particular interest 

group at the field one Sunday morning each month on 
dates to be agreed with the club to explain and 
demonstrate to the general membership the nature of 
that SIG’s competition and the models in use. 

The Pylon group offered to lead off on March 18th  with: 
(i) a static display of each pylon class at the field 

(S1D, Q500, F400 and F3D); 
(ii) a 50 lap enduro event with four Q500 models 

along with a running commentary; and 

(iii) provide the opportunity and coaching to any 
club members who wanted to try flying their 
sports models or trainers around the pylon 
course. 

D Competition finishing times 

The meeting discussed the situation that arose recently when 
the Pylon competition went on after 4 pm.  Apart from the 
gliders, the other SIGS are having difficulty completing their 
contests by the anointed 4 pm deadline.  The meeting agreed 
that: 
5. Permission be requested from the club to extend the 

finish times on both Saturday and Sunday 
competitions from 4 to 5 pm. 

E. Large models over-flying houses near the field 

HB and ME advised that the IMAC models cannot keep within 
the field boundaries when flying the unlimited or advanced 
schedules.  The Basic and Sportsman schedules can be 
flown within the field boundaries. 
HB and ME advised that the IMAC group will restructure their 
competitions at KAMS to only include Basic and Sportsman 
categories and may be changed to instruction days instead.  
They will advise all IMAC SIG members not to fly their models 
outside the KAMS field boundaries. 

F. Noise limitations and flying hours restrictions 

The meeting discussed the law requiring that all specified 
machinery (which includes models) must not be operated 
outside 9am to 7pm on Sundays and public holidays and 7am 
to 7pm on all other days.  This issue is of particular concern 
to the committee, as shown in Slipstream. 
The current club by-law 3.6 “Flying Times” states: 

“Powered models are not to be started before 9.00 am 
on Sunday mornings.” 

This bylaw needs updating to include the 7pm noise limitation 
as a minimum to protect the club. 
An email discussion after the meeting agreed to put the 
following motion to a general meeting: 

"Powered models including glow, petrol , diesel and 
turbines are not be started outside the hours of 9am to 
7pm on Sundays and public holidays and 7am to 7pm 
on all other days". 

Footnote 

Ken Wansbrough reminded the meeting that Scale was not a 
SIG and that he was attending at the meeting’s request to 
provide another perspective from a senior club member.
